7. Updates on proposals from staff

· Smartboards: proposals from grade six teachers for two smartboards (one for French, one for English). Executive has approved this proposal pending the exact prices coming from staff which will be presented in March.
· Westcoast Wheels: we approved up to $3,000 to come out of gaming fund, however, we already wrote a cheque up front to pay for field trips at the start of the year and therefore do not have the money in this fund. Either the money needs to come back out of the school, or we need to shift the account the money is coming out of. This activity was booked last year. We will refer our treasurer to speak to the school secretary for clarification.
· Boris the musician: 
Motion: to approve Boris to the amount of $3,300 with the funding to come from fine arts until exhausted, and then from general revenue. (Melissa, Angela)  All in favour, motion carried.
· Fearlessly Kind Summit: $250 approved for a girls empowerment and growth workshop held for grad 4-6. School is providing the other half of the funding for this program as well as a suitable program to be investigated for boys.
· Grade 6 Grad fund: fund already exists to provide for year-end activities and celebration. PAC pays $1,000 for celebration and $20 per student for a field trip.
· Play carpets: Mrs. Desormeaux and Mme. Brigitte have asked for primary seating carpets. PAC has approved $1,600 to be spent on the carpets.
· Projectors: for two English primary classrooms (Mrs. Koga-Ross and Mrs. Greenfield) who have no technology currently. PAC has approved $1,300 for the purchase of two projectors.
